Version 3.1 hotfix (S0685499) replacement for job 4036
OVERVIEW
Job 4036 is to be replaced with scheduled executions of a new script, etl_trans_rff_loader.sh. Instead of processing all transaction tables one at a time, the script is to be called with a parameter indicating what transaction table to process. Multiple executions with different parameters can be executed concurrently.  Job 4036 should no longer be executed.

NOTE: This hotfix requires that the hotfix for making a single connection to the OMR (S0693808) has been applied. 
USAGE
Etl_trans_rff_loader.sh parameters:




-t <transaction table acronym>  (Required)



-a Optional, indicates to pull all SOR transaction not yet in RH




-b Optional, specifies that the CLI load method be used instead of import. 

NOTE: This is the fastest bulk loading method, which is only supported with DB2 8.1 and later. This uses the CLI Load method and allows SAS data to be sent directly to the DB2 database without having to create a temporary load file. Be aware that this will be an unrecoverable load so it does not log loaded data into the redo log file.

Also note that if the import load method is used when the SAS table is in SASWORK, the .dat file that is built from it is also in SASWORK, and if multiple jobs are running and are currently fetching a large number of transactions that SASWORK may fill up.




-m <integer> Optional, indicates the maximum number of records to pull

-h <integer> Optional: hours back from current time for finding the           maximum transaction id already loaded in the target RH table>

EXAMPLES 

etl_trans_rff_loader.sh –a –t CCCA

This will load all transaction records from FCM_CCCA to FRH_CCCA using the last loaded cmx_tran_id value stored in FRX_LST_PULL_KEY for FRH_CCCA.


etl_trans_rff_loader.sh –t CCCA –m 200000 –h 2

This will recover missing transactions between the cmx_tran_id value stored in FRX_LST_PULL_KEY for FRH_CCCA and the highest cmx_tran_id already loaded in FRH_CCCA where the RHX_CREATE_TIMESTAMP is 2 hours earlier than current GMT time. The records to load will stop at 200000 if more than that qualifies for loading. 

The default value for –h is 1 hour. This parameter is ignored if the –a switch is specified. It is intended to allow for messages that may still be on MQ Queue so trying to load duplicate transactions will be avoided.
