Note: All previous MOM R14 Hotfixes should be applied before applying this Hotfix.
The hotfix has been released for the MOM 6.0 R 14. This version is required to be installed on the servers. The MOM 6.0 R 14 Hotfix 4 to be applied on this installation. 
[bookmark: _Toc368298504]Hotfix Content
The files for the hotfix are arranged in a hierarchy based on the components. There is a folder for each component – example, App Server, Web Server and Cataloger. 
There is a hierarchy under the components based on the deployment hierarchy. The files to be replaced on the target machine are in the respective locations. 
Note: If there is any customization / configuration done for the customer, then the code / XML files will have to be merged and then updated for the respective tenant.

[bookmark: _Toc368298506]Applying the Fix
Note: 
· Hotfix 4 should be applied before applying fixes from Hotfix 5 (follow MOM 6.0 R 14 Hotfix 4.docx).
· Stop SAS MOM Services and IIS before replacing the files

· Copying the files:
Download the Hotfix 5 folder on a server.
On each of the component servers, copy the folder from the Hotfix 5 hierarchy. 
Replace the files in the installation directory from the corresponding component folder in the hotfix. 

· Tenant XML changes:

Perform following XML configuration changes on “App Server” and “Web Server” machines for each Tenant.
1. Open the <Tenant>.XML file located in “<InstallationDir>\Configuration\XML” folder.
2. Add following three entries under <CACHE> node if not present.
a. <TABLE>ALOM_ACCESSORROLE</TABLE>
b. <TABLE>ALOM_ACCESSRULE</TABLE>
c. <TABLE>ALOM_ACCESSRULECLAUSES</TABLE>
